This disturbing phenomenon is
especiaily dangerous for a people rhat 1ost S© huge @ proportion
of its members only @ generation ago and that represents so tiny @
minority in the world community.

1 am also distressed by 2 dearth of yound men and women
with the grainingys commitment and knowledge necessary to hold
1eadership roles on pehalf of a unified Jewish community -~ and
not merely in support of a single Jewish cause OF organization,
howeverl worthy.

1 realize ghat nO one venture can solve the gerious
problems which face uS all as Jews . put I am hopeful that the
Youth Feilowship project will over time prove a significant
contribution to the weli—being and strength of our people.

1 hope you share MY view and feel as 1 do the determination
to help achieve it . 1 would highly value your help as we move
forward.
